Before you spend money on other advancement tracking tools visit Frank Steele's Trax Advancement Tracking website http://trax.boy-scouts.net/, the Trax series are the BEST way to keep track of your Scout's Advancements.  The great thing about the Trax series is that you can download Microsoft Excel and Open Office versions for most of the Trax!  This is a great plus for people who do not have Microsoft Office.  Open office can be downloaded at www.openoffice.org. Here are the trax that are available:

· CubTrax (tiger, wolf, bear, webelos and beltloop and pin)

· Scout Trax (Scout advancements, Eagle (star to eagle) and Event Trax) 

· Venturing and Sea Scout Trax (Ranger, Quest and Trust Trax)

Trax for Training by Moe Kluksdahl and the Knot Trax Series is on the trax website too! 

The commercial products sold by www.troopmaster.com are wonderful too.  But until the database can be updated and accessed by two leaders simultaneously through the FTP site it can be frustrating to keep track of who made the last changes AND if you have a dedicated computer at your meeting place it must have internet access to use the FTP site.  If you have one person entering all awards and advancements for your troop this is great software!  For packs where most of the data entry is handled at the den level, it can be more complicated.
